Uses
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The Falcon BAR400 is an LED lighting fixture designed for creating decorative and dynamic lighting
effects in professional event technology, such as on stages, in clubs, for architectural illumination,

and at festivals.

It is not designed or suitable for standard household room illumination.

Use this device only as described in this manual. Any other use may lead to damage to the unit and
void the warranty. Eagle Lite accepts no liability for damages resulting from improper use or failure
to comply with these instructions.
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Danger from electricity

IP65 Rating: While the fixture is IP65 rated for outdoor use, ensure that all power and DMX
connections are also IP65 rated and properly sealed to maintain protection against water and dust
ingress.

Do Not Open: To reduce the risk of electric shock, do not open any part of the fixture's housing
unless explicitly instructed for maintenance by qualified personnel and with the unit disconnected
from power.

Proper Outlet & RCD: Connect the device only to a properly installed mains socket outlet protected
by a Residual Current Device (RCD) or Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter (GFCI).

Grounding: The fixture must be connected to an earthed (grounded) mains supply. Never disable or
bypass the protective earth connection of the power cord or fixture.

Wet Hands: Never touch the power plug or fixture with wet or damp hands.

Operating Temperature: The specified ambient operating temperature range for the Falcon
BAR400 is —200C to +400C (-4oF to 1040F). Do not operate the device outside this range.

Surface Temperature: The housing of the fixture can reach high temperatures during operation (up
to 650C or more). Avoid direct contact by personnel and keep flammable materials at a safe
distance.

Ventilation & Clearance: Ensure a minimum distance of 0.5 meters (20 inches) between the fixture
and any flammable materials or illuminated surfaces. Maintain adequate ventilation around the
unit; do not cover any ventilation openings.

Photosensitive Epilepsy: Strobe effects can trigger epileptic seizures in photosensitive individuals.
Be cautious when using intense strobe effects in public areas.

Secure Installation: Ensure the fixture is installed securely by qualified personnel to prevent it from
falling. Comply with all relevant local and national safety standards and regulations for rigging and
overhead mounting (e.g., EN 60598-2-17).

Secondary Safety Attachment: When mounting the fixture overhead, it MUST be secured with a
secondary safety attachment, such as an appropriately rated safety cable, attached to a suitable
load-bearing point on the fixture and the support structure. The safety cable must be capable of
holding at least 10 times the weight of the fixture.

Restricted Area: Ensure the area below the installation site is clear and restricted during rigging,
de-rigging, and servicing operations.

Experienced Installers: Overhead mounting requires extensive experience, including calculating
working load limits, knowledge of installation materials, and periodic safety inspections. If you lack
these qualifications, do not attempt the installation yourself. Installations should be checked by a
skilled person at least once a year.

Mounting Positions: The Falcon BAR400 can be operated in any mounting position (horizontal,
vertical, or angled) provided it is securely fastened.

Prober ventilation is very important.

When using racks, structures etc.

When mounting the device on a tripod, ensure that the stand is in a secure and stable
position and that the weight of the device does not exceed the maximum allowable
load capacity of the stand.

Possible source of error for data errors

To ensure flawless operation, use dedicated DMX cables and not regular
XLR/microphone cables.

Never connect the DMX input or output to audio equipment such as mixers or
amplifiers. As this can cause great damage!

Possible damage to the device associated with moisture.

Moisture that can enter open (plugs and couplings) by DMX or power cables can
cause short circuits. Therefore, it is very important that the lid is closed if the plug is
not being used, and only use IP65 rated connectors Cables etc. Available as an

Rigging
The Falcon BAR400 can be mounted in various orientations. Always ensure that any supporting structure
(truss, stand, etc.) is capable of safely supporting the weight of the fixture(s) and any dynamic loads.

e Mounting Brackets: Use the included Fast Lock (Omega) mounting brackets to attach rigging
clamps (not included). The brackets attach to the underside of the fixture. Ensure the fast-lock
mechanisms are fully engaged.

e Clamps: Use appropriately rated rigging clamps to secure the fixture to trusses or pipes.
e Overhead Mounting:

o When mounting overhead, a secondary safety attachment (e.g., safety cable) is
MANDATORY.

o Attach the safety cable through the designated safety cable attachment points on the
fixture's chassis and secure it to a separate, reliable anchoring point on the rigging
structure.

o The safety cable must be rated to hold at least 10 times the weight of the fixture.

o Ensure there is no slack in the safety cable that would allow the fixture to drop significantly
if the primary mounting failed but allow enough for normal movement if applicable.

e Orientation: The fixture can be hung upside-down, mounted sideways, or placed on a stable, flat
surface. Ensure stability in all positions.

e Working Area: Always secure the working area below when rigging, de-rigging, or servicing the
fixture.

e Regular Inspection: Periodically inspect all rigging hardware, brackets, clamps, and safety
attachments for any signs of wear, fatigue, or damage. Replace any suspect components
immediately.

DMNX Cable Connectors

The fixture is equipped with 3-pin and/or 5-pin XLR connectors for DMX input and output. Cabling must
have a male XLR connector on one end and a female XLR connector on the other.

Caution: Do not allow contact between the common (ground/shield) and the fixture's chassis ground if they
are separate. Grounding the common can cause a ground loop, and your fixture may perform erratically.
Test cables with an ohmmeter to verify correct polarity and to ensure pins are not grounded or shorted to
the shield or each other.

DMX Connection & Termination

1. Connect the DMX output of your controller to the DMX IN port of the first Falcon BAR40O fixture in
the chain.

2. Connect the DMX OUT port of the first fixture to the DMX IN port of the second fixture.

3. Continue daisy-chaining fixtures in this manner (OUT to IN).

4. DMX Terminator: On the DMX OUT port of the LAST fixture in the DMX chain, it is highly
recommended to install a DMX terminator. A terminator is an XLR connector (male) with a 120
Ohm, 1/4W resistor connected between Pin 2 (DMX-) and Pin 3 (DMX+). Termination reduces signal
errors and reflections, especially in long cable runs or noisy environments.
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RDM (Remote Device Management)

The Falcon BAR400 supports RDM, which allows for two-way communication over the DMX line with
compatible RDM controllers. RDM enables features such as:

e Remote DMX address setting

e Fixture mode changes

e Sensor monitoring (e.g., temperature)
e Errorreporting

e Fixture identification

RDM operates on the same DMX512 cabling. Ensure your DMX controller and any DMX splitters in the line
are RDM compatible to utilize these features. RDM packets use non-zero start codes and will not interfere
with standard DMX512 devices that do not recognize RDM.

Mounting and Splicing Instructions
The Falcon BAR400 is designed for seamless alignment when installing multiple fixtures in a continuous
row. Follow these steps to achieve an even, gap-free installation:

1. Preparation:
e Ensure all fixtures are powered off and disconnected before assembly.
e Place the units on a stable surface with the front lenses facing the same direction.

2. Align the Fixtures:
e Position the units end-to-end so the alignment holes and fast lock points on each side match up
precisely.
e Check that the distance between the lenses is consistent along the entire length. The spacing
tolerance should not exceed 2 mm.
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3. Engage the Fast Locks:

o Set the first fixture to Master mode (if applicable for update or simply ensure it's the first in
line). Other fixtures can be in Slave mode or simply powered on in the DMX chain.

2. Connect Update Box:

o Connect the DMX output from the update box to the DMX input of the first (Master)
fixture.
o Power on the update box and load the correct firmware file for the Falcon BAR400.

3. Initiate Update:
o Follow the instructions provided with the update box/software to start the upload process.

o Typically, the fixture's display will indicate that it is receiving data (e.g., "Loading," progress
bar, or color change on display background such as "wait" then "loading" and background
color change).
